	· Higher “cool” factor
	· Weak association with Eng Div

	Mid-grade 2:

Same as Basic, plus

· Mid-grade B77 tour
	$21k
	3 to 5 volunteers all day during Open House
	· More complete representation of Eng Div


	· Limited “cool” factor

· Will people go to B77?

	Everything:

Same as Basic, plus

· Mid-grade Robotics Demo at beginning of B77 tour

· Mid-grade B77 tour
	$30k
	4 to 6 volunteers all day during Open House
	· More complete representation of Eng Div

· Higher “cool” factor

· People will talk about what they see

· Integrated displays
	· Higher cost

	Barebones:

· Single backdrop poster

· Table with existing brochures laid out
	$1k total:

$1000 to make a poster version of Eng Div webpage
	1 volunteer all day during Open House
	Cheap and easy
	Painfully obvious that we don’t give a hoot about Open House.

	Midgrade:

· Backdrop poster plus some new posters of recent EngDiv highlights

· Table with updated brochures laid out

· Small CRS robot arm doing a demo (like waving to the crowd)

· Examples of things to do and see at B77
	$7k total:

$1000 for poster

$4000 for updating and making new signs

$2000 to program CRS robot arm
	1 volunteer all day during Open House
	Display has more things to look at and touch and feel.


	More expensive

Robotics Demo

	Type of set up
	Estimated Cost

	Barebones:

· 4 clustering robots that play fetch with visitors

· Slapped together and has a “made in my garage” look
	$4k total:

$4000 to finish the demo
	1 volunteer all day during Open House
	An interactive demo with interesting robots will be a draw for people of all ages
	Looks unprofessional, only displays robotics capabilities

	Midgrade:

· 6 or more clustering robots that play fetch with visitors

· Finished and painted to look “cool”

· Robots designed to be made in rapid prototyping machines
	$9k total:

$4000 to finish the demo

$1000 to make the parts look cool

$4000 to design robots to be made via RP
	1 volunteer all day during Open House
	Same as above, plus the display ties into B77 tour


	More expensive

Electromechanical Petting Zoo

	Type of set up

	Barebones:

· Basket of broken or old electromechanical items (cell phones, disk drives, etc.)

· Screwdrivers and other hand tools to take items apart
	$1k total:

$1000 to collect discarded items, set up furniture, and borrow hand tools
	1 volunteer all day during Open House
	This interactive exhibit was a huge attraction at the last 2 open houses
	Need to make sure people do not hurt themselves with the hand tools


ITEM 4: 
Building 77 tour (see map of tour route)

	Type of set up
	Estimated Cost
	Volunteers
	Pros
	Cons

	Barebones:

· Tape a yellow stripe on the floor for visitors to follow

· Put up whatever posters we already have on easels and walls

· No machines running
	$3k total:

$3000 for 4 days worth of planning the tour, gathering posters and signs, organizing volunteers
	1 to 3 volunteers all day during Open House, depending on extent of tour
	People get to see main shops, precision shop, assembly, and DesignWorks
	Boring and looks like we were really lazy

	Midgrade:

· Have machining centers running and making small giveaway trinkets

· Have RP machine running making a robot shell for Robotics Demo

· Set up CAD workstations to run a script that shows a solid model being designed

· Food at the end of the tour
	$13k total:

$3000 for 4 days worth of planning, organizing, etc.

$4000 to design trinkets for making and giving away

$2000 for RP machine setup

$4000 to set up CAD station with scripts
	1 to 3 volunteers all day during Open House
	Everyone who comes will get a better sense of Eng Div.


	More expensive
