Contractor – Dynatec.   They were middlemen and applicators.   Did final application.

Rockweb replaces Rockguard.
Polyurea. 
	He isn’t sure if thickness of 8 mm was needed for Rn.  (But paper is explicit on this point).
	Now have polyurethane liner and polyurea.
	SNO did shotcrete, trowelled – 

Typical thickness of Rockweb on rock 3-4 mm.
On shotcrete – as low as 1/8”. 

Price estimate.  At 125 mils (3.17 mm) and  1000 m2, $ 50K Can   ($43.5K US) for materials.
Our area below water (16 x 10.75 cavern) is 707 m2 -> $31 K us.   For 8 mm, then have $ 77.5 K.

To cover the top of the cavern to 3 mm - $ 21.5K.

Doubling price for installation could be safe estimate.

Health and safety issue can drive up application process.
Isocyanates are designated substance.    Need to pull air through water curtain.

Thinks that polyurethanes are probably only choice for coating.
