Point Richmond Neighborhood council meeting 28 June 2006

As a representative of our small group, I attended the Wednesday session of the Point Richmond Neighborhood council.  Several points of interest to us are summarized below.

First, there already exists a formal committee dealing with crime issues in Point Richmond. They already have useful communication with the Richmond Police, and some small successes have already occurred.

Also, there are two or more groups similar to ours that have recently formed in Point Richmond neighborhoods. These, like ours, have spontaneously formed, and have voiced the same issues that we discussed at our last meeting.
And, the Richmond Police Department is currently reorganizing beat coverage, patrol schedules, and community involvement in response to our concerns.

These are all positive events, and over the next few days I will follow up by compiling a list of names and contacts. 
On Thursday, I met with Sgt Dave Harris, our beat supervisor, who addressed the Neighborhood Council. He and I discussed strategies and neighborhood group actions, which could be effective. He is ‘emphatically’ willing to address our group, and others, directly to provide detailed advice on what we can do and how to do it.  The immediate outcome would be that we could get to know our beat patrol officers personally, along with patrol schedules, and direct contact information. A more important outcome could be a better plan to deal with our specific crime risks and a real working relationship with the local beat patrols that works for us.

It became evident at the Neighborhood council meeting that there are patterns to many of the incidents, and that neighborhood action, in concert with the Richmond police, have already had some small successes.   Linking up with other groups and the local beat patrols could lead to a clearer picture of crime activity in Point Richmond and give the police real information that they desperately need to respond effectively.
I recommend that we meet with our local beat patrol officers soon, and that we link up with the other crime watch groups and start sharing information.
