This is a BVI color image of Supernova 2000do in NGC 6754. This is a rather


poor-quality true color image due to the poor seeing at the YALO 1m on 4 Oct.


The CCD also shows DC streaking in the left-hand (bottom here) amplifier. The


image was made by combining BVI images (each a 100s exposure) to


reproduce the colors. The supernova is the very blue object in the central spiral


galaxy.
